Some head to the 

emergency room at your nearest hospital; 

others give Johni a call first.  

There are now newer treatments for young 

kids so they do not unnecessarily get placed 

into eyeglasses at too young of an age.  And 

Johni likes to remind how important it is to 

give back to your community you serve.  She 

give takes care of children who can’t afford 

having their eyes checked, and on several 

occasions have served on overseas mission 

trips to help conduct eye health exams and 

help those less fortunate with maladies too 

numerous to mention. 

It is just comforting to know Johni is there on 

call when needed, be it something minor, or 

hopefully nothing too serious.  Either way, she 

is ready at the helm to take care of your eye 

needs.
